Throughout the experience, emphasis is placed on open dialogue, mutual learning, and
academic exchange.

The central aim of Insight Israel is to build and sustain a vibrant global network of senior academic and legal
leaders who are committed to advancing academic diplomacy, civic understanding, the fight against
antisemitism on university campuses, and international cooperation. The program fosters long-term
partnerships and meaningful engagement between institutions across continents.

Participation is by application, reviewed by a dedicated selection committee. Only a brief CV (up to five
pages) is required. We warmly welcome both nominations and direct applications from qualified individuals
who would benefit from this experience and contribute to the global Insight Israel community.
